Full time Nursery Newsflash

As you may be aware, next year we are trialling full time nursery (9 — 3.30). Our admissions
policy will remain the same. Please support us and let any friends or family know who
might be considering St Michael’s.

We have decided to see if we can extend this offer to our existing nursery class and will be
sending out a google form this week to see if we have viable numbers interested for us to
start this full time provision for the Summer Term. This provision will not only be open for
families who are eligible for 30 hour funding; we will also offer a self-funding option for the
extra 15 hours for the 5 afternoon sessions at a rate of approximately £6 an hour. There will
be a £3 daily charge for all children to cover care at lunchtime and children will need to be
provided with a packed lunch each day.

We are very excited about this new venture and we are really hoping that this will serve our
local community and existing families better.
