Unit 7: Addiction within 20: 

This unit builds on children’s understanding 

of addition as well as on their knowledge 

of numbers to 20 from Unit 6. It requires 

children to understand how numbers can 

be split apart into bonds, and how to 

represent numbers using manipulatives, as 

well as on number lines and number tracks 

 

Unit 8: Subtraction within 20: 

This unit follows on closely from addition 

within 20, and you will find that you can 

make many links between the two. Children 

will get a greater understanding of 

addition and subtraction as the inverse of 

one another. Children will become more 

confident with place value and many will 

see the patterns between each set of ten 

numbers. 20

PE: 

The children will learn about attacking 

skills, such as passing a ball to another 

player and dodging defenders.

Children will have the opportunity 

to play a range of mini team games to 

help them identify and improve their 

skills.  

Children will complete the whole circuit 

and use a scorecard to enable them to 

see the progress that they have made. 

Opportunities are provided for the 

children to watch others and to evaluate 

their own performance. This unit has a 

strong Health and Fitness focus and the 

children will learn about the effects of 

exercise on their body.
